The mission of the Grove City College Career Services
Office (CSO) is to guide students in their realization and

pursuit of God’s calling for their lives. The centralized
Career Services Office is housed in the Physical Learning
Center, while Education Career Services is located in the

Hall of Arts and Letters (Suite 100) and works with
Education majors seeking PreK-12 education positions. 

We encourage students to utilize Handshake
(gcc.joinhandshake.com), our online system, to view

job postings, resources and career guides (i.e.,
resume writing, networking, interviewing), on-

campus/online interview schedules, as well as CSO
events occurring throughout the year. We also have a

page on myGCC for quick and convenient access to
some of our key resources. 

Each year, many employers visit campus or virtually
recruit our students for full-time jobs and internships
through our On- Campus/Online Interview Program, as
well as our annual fall Career Fair, information sessions,
class visits, and other opportunities. We typically
facilitate 200+ total employer visits every year.
Additionally, students have access to thousands of
job/internship postings all across the U.S. and in
various sectors through our Handshake platform.
